(3) Improvisation 30% (Deportment and Expression 10%, Pronunciation and Volume 10%, Fluency 10%)
(2)Preliminary Selection: The office will make the preliminary selection based on participants’ application documents, the results will be announced on Wednesday, April 1st via OSA’s website.
(3)Final Selection: A selection panel will be established, those who passed the preliminary selection will be summoned to go through the final selection held around Wednesday, April 15th. The results will be announced via SAD’s website a week after the event.
